Western medicine tends to focus on 
diagnosing and treating disease based on a 
patient’s symptoms. Eastern medicine also 
considers symptoms; however, diagnostic 
indicators are also viewed holistically in order 
to accurately assess physical and emotional 
imbalances of internal organs and restore a 
patient’s Qi, thereby encouraging health and 
healing.

Acupuncture practitioners use natural, non-
invasive forms of treatment that typically 
include herbs, acupuncture, nutrition, mind/
body exercise (e.g., tai chi, yoga) or massage. 
Whereas, Western medicine practitioners often 
recommend pharmaceuticals, physical therapy, 
surgery or psychological counseling.

Both types of care are very different, yet 
they each have a place in today’s health 
care landscape. More and more Eastern and 
Western medicine practitioners are finding 
ways that their treatments can complement 
each other.

Western and Eastern medicine both offer unique perspectives 
fundamental to health care today. You may be surprised to 
learn just how many acupuncture practitioners are already 
working integratively in health care facilities across the 
United States. 

Acupuncture is increasingly being recognized as effective 
treatment for a variety of conditions. Many prestigious 
medical centers including Mayo Clinic, University of 
California San Francisco Medical Center and Duke University 
Medical Center currently offer acupuncture and other 
complementary and alternative medicine (CAM) treatments to 
their patients.

Introduction to Acupuncture 
Career Outlook
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Acupuncturists assess a patient’s symptoms or pattern of disharmony by using a set of diagnostic skills 
that involve four areas: questioning, palpation, visual inspection and olfactory-auditory data collection. 
An acupuncturist determines the necessary treatment principle and strategy to guide the patient back 
to functional harmony by identifying the exact pattern of the body’s physiological response to disease-
causing factors. 

The acupuncturist then employs several techniques in order to treat the patient, including 
the stimulation of specific points on the body, by insertion of very fine, sterile, 
stainless steel needles to elicit a predictable physiological response. This stimulus 
may also be administered to the points using mild electrical stimulation (with 
or without needles), pressure techniques with the hands (acupressure), or the 
application of heat by various methods, such as Moxibustion.

An acupuncturist with a specialization in Herbal Medicine relies on a highly comprehensive 
and individualized diagnosis of a patient’s Qi (or Chi) energy. The weakness, excess, or 
imbalance of Qi affects key organ systems and is the underlying cause of disease and disharmony. 
Practitioners use a broad scope of therapies to restore balance to a patient’s Qi, thereby encouraging 
health and healing. 

Doctors of Acupuncture are leaders in their field. They pursue leadership positions, 
and hold interests and career aspirations beyond clinical practice, such as advanced 
specialization or academic research. Licensed acupuncturists with a doctorate often 
find better prospects for hospital employment, faculty positions and collegiality 
among their peers. DAcs are scholars devoted to lifelong learning and committed to 
moving the profession forward.

*Doctor of Acupuncture students (DAc and DAc-C) must complete a 75-hour preceptorship with a 
physician holding a professional doctorate (DC, MD, ND, DO).

DOCTOR OF ACUPUNCTURE (DAc)

The DAc program is a 134-hour program and can be completed in 8 trimesters. Upon the 
completion of the first 107 credits (6 trimesters) on campus, students will receive the Master of 
Acupuncture (MAc) degree. The last 27 credits are fully online in an asynchronous format which 
allows students to adapt the program in a more convenient schedule to finish each term in the 
allotted time frame, to stay on track and complete in one year.*

DOCTOR OF ACUPUNCTURE COMPLETION PROGRAM (DAc-C)

The DAc-C program is available to those who have completed a master’s degree in Acupuncture 
or Oriental Medicine. This 27-hour program is completely online in an asynchronous format which 
allows students to adapt the program in a more convenient schedule to finish each term in the 
allotted time frame, to stay on track and complete in one year.* 

MASTER OF ACUPUNCTURE (MAc)

The MAc program is a 107-credit hour program and is six trimesters in length. The program 
covers the history, theory and philosophy of acupuncture as well as rigorous training in diagnosis 
and treatment planning. Students will also graduate with a solid foundation in the basic sciences 
of Western medicine, having developed skills necessary for integrative and collaborative practice 
in health care settings of their choosing. Students have the ability to apply for the DAc program 
concurrently with the MAc. 

MASTER OF ACUPUNCTURE WITH A SPECIALIZATION IN HERBAL MEDICINE (MAc-HM)

The MAc-HM program is a 149-credit program, completed in eight trimesters which adds a 
specialization in Herbal Medicine to the acupuncture curriculum. Students will gain a deeper 
understanding of herbal medicine which may broaden their future practice opportunities. This 
training will also help prepare students who intend to take the Chinese Herbology portion of the 
professional licensure board exams.

	� Application for admission 

	� Application fee and deposit Interview  
(in-person or by phone) 

	� Essay question responses 

	� Character references 

	� Undergraduate transcripts

WHAT WILL MAKE ME A MORE COMPETITIVE 
APPLICANT? 

You can make yourself more attractive to 
admissions officials at acupuncture schools 
by showing your interest and commitment to 
the field. You can demonstrate this by having 
a “shadow experience” – spending time in an 
acupuncturist’s or herbal medicine practitioner’s 
office in order to understand if this is the right 
career for you. National University offers “shadow 
experiences” before or after you apply with a 
network of practicing graduates nationwide.

HOW IMPORTANT IS VISITING THE CAMPUS? 

When you enroll in an acupuncture program, 
you’re making a commitment to spend multiple 
years completing a rigorous medical program. It’s 
important to visit the school to see the facilities, 
meet the instructors and get a feel for the 
campus.

FINANCIAL OPTIONS 

Like any graduate degree, training to be an 
acupuncturist practitioner is a big investment.

Normally, students rely on some type of 
FINANCIAL AID  in the form of scholarships 
or loans. For an MAc or MAc-HM degree, 
students normally qualify for both 
federal direct and private loans. Many 
schools offer a variety of institutional 
scholarships, so be sure to ask. The NUHS 
website includes a breakdown of cost 
estimates for the Master of Acupuncture 
(MAc), Master of Acupuncture with a 
specialization in Herbal Medicine (MAc-
HM), Doctor of Acupuncture (DAc) and the 
Doctor of Acupuncture Completion Program 
(DAc-C) degrees.

WHEN SHOULD I APPLY? 

Often, acupuncture schools have a 
rolling admissions calendar, which means 
they accept applications year-round. At 
National University, new classes start 
September, January and May of each 
year! You’ll want to begin the application 
process six to nine months before you 
intend to start your graduate program. 
This will allow ample time for all admission 
requirements to be completed, and to 
ensure that there are still spots left in the 
program.

NOTE: Most acupuncture schools will not 
require standardized tests (e.g. MCAT, GRE)
